Performance Initiatives Undertaken 05/25/2019-05/24/2020 

 

During the reporting period, the Unit was registered to participate in two (2) job and career fairs: the Hiring Utah’s Heroes career fair 

on March 25, 2020, which was cancelled due to Covid-19 Pandemic concerns on March 19, 2020; and the Provo Girls Summit on March 

19, 2020, which was also cancelled due to Covid-19 Pandemic concerns on March 12, 2020. The HR Director and the HR Generalist, 

and various staff were registered to attend these events.  

 

During the reporting period, six (6) students participated in the Unit’s internship program from the following schools: Brigham Young 

University (2 students), University of Oklahoma (2 students), University of Utah (1 student), and Utah Valley University (1 student). 

The internship program allows students majoring in journalism, broadcast communications or related fields to receive academic credit 

while acquiring skills needed for employment in the broadcast industry. Departments involved included: KSL Radio, KSL Radio Digital 

Content, KSL TV News, KSL TV Production, KSL TV Sports, and KSL TV Studio 5.  Three interns (1 in TV Engineering, and 2 in 

KSL NewsRadio) were slated to start their internships in early May.  However, due to school requirements during the Covid-19 

Pandemic that all internships be remote, and subsequent health department guidelines for remote work, the internships were cancelled.    

 

The Unit welcomed 963 individuals to our facilities to learn about the broadcast industry by taking a tour, including:  Boy Scouts, Girl 

Scouts, Youth Groups, School Groups, Colleges, Family Groups, and Community Groups. As the groups tour the stations, the staff 

answer questions and share the specific requirements, both educational and professional, required for a variety of positions within the 

television and radio industry. The tours allow individuals an opportunity to see a variety of departments and positions involved in 

producing television and radio broadcasts. Effective March 10, 2020 the Unit suspended station tours in accordance with public health 

guidance related to the Covid-19 Pandemic.  

 

The KSL Junior Weather Specialists Program, which has been rebranded as the Weather Works Program, in which the Unit’s 

Meteorologists visit local schools, continued during the reporting period. The Meteorologists visited 47 schools in different towns around 

the state of Utah to teach students about the weather and broadcast meteorology. Each visit included about 100-150 students and included 

an explanation of the Meteorologist’s career.  In March 2020, the visits to schools ceased due to schools moving to remote learning 

following guidance related to the COVID-19 Pandemic.  However, a Facebook Live session was recorded each week to help support 

remote learning.  The segments covered weather experiments as well as interviews with different members of the KSL broadcast team 

to discuss career opportunities and experiences.  Questions available during the live recording were addressed by our Evening 

Meteorologist and other KSL staff.  The recordings were made available for those who visit the station’s Facebook page and 

KSLTV.com. 

 

Staff from various functions within the Unit visited various schools and civic groups to share their broadcasting experiences and 

participate in events to further the understanding of the broadcasting profession. On September 18, 2019 our Morning Radio News 

Anchor hosted a group of young professionals for a Career Paths Professional Development Event in conjunction with the Cystic 

Fibrosis Foundation. Our News Anchor discussed her career in broadcasting, how to develop a career, and personal branding. On 

October 7-8, 2019, several KSL TV Weather and other on-air talent and staff members supported Stemfest at Mountain America Expo 

Center by providing an interactive booth using science experiments and talking with students from all over Utah about STEM career 

opportunities.  On October 8, 2019, the sales leadership for the Salt Lake Market hosted a group of 22 undergraduate business and 

marketing students along with two professors from Brigham Young University-Idaho. Several Sales Directors discussed the broadcast 

industry, sales, and gave career advice. On November 14, 2019, our Morning TV Reporter / Anchor presented at the Inspiring Girls 

for the Future event at Weber State University Davis Campus, assisted by two Marketing employees. This event was for 
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approximately 150 girls between the ages of 12-18 and their parents. The Reporter / Anchor answered questions about journalism and 

shared her perspectives about balancing a career and family. 

To promote understanding of, and compliance with, our policy of equal opportunity employment, all new employees hired have been 

required to complete two trainings, Sexual Harassment Prevention and Discrimination and Harassment Prevention, as part of their 

onboarding process. On November 6-8, 2019. the HR Generalist attended a 3 Day HR Training offered by Hume n’ Resources in Draper, 

UT.   On November 13, 2019, the HR Generalist attended Dealing with Employee Issues under the ADA facilitated by Fabian VanCott, 

a local law firm. On November 22, 2019, the HR Generalist attended Cybersecurity and Data Privacy CCPA Briefing, offered through 

the World Trade Organization and Parsons Behle and Latimer, to understand employee and client data privacy needs.  To promote 

communication skills for employees, the Unit held three Crucial Conversations seminars for employees on December 12-13, 2019.  On 

March 23, 2020, the HR Generalist attended Families First Coronavirus Response Act Webinar offered through Parsons Behle & 

Latimer, a local law firm. On April 29, 2020, the HR Director and HR Generalist attended Employer Considerations to Successfully 

Reopen a Business with regards to COVID-19 employee safety offered through Parsons Behle & Latimer, a local law firm.  On May 19, 

2020, the HR Generalist attended When Trauma is In Your Job Description: Reducing Organizational Impact Through Early 

Intervention offered through Beacon Health. 

 

During the reporting period, 28 employees from the Unit participated in a Company-wide mentoring program spanning the Company’s 

six business units: 13 employees participated as mentees and 15 as mentors. The mentoring program enables participants an opportunity 

to develop professional relationships, skills and attributes that will help them progress in their career development.
