The Summit included segments from award-winning documentary filmmaker Ken Burns's
film The Dust Bowl and a panel discussion that was moderated by Huffington Post science
editor Cara Santa Maria and featured as panelists: Ken Burns, Dust Bowl survivor Cal Crabill,
United States Department of Agriculture ecologist Debra Peters, 5th generation farmer Roy
Bardole from Rippey, lowa, and farmer and founder of Anson Mills, Glenn Roberts.
