There are
hundreds of ad-tech companies bringing competition to the marketplace and innovation in
consumer privacy. They should have a voice in the development of new technologies and
privacy practices, but so far, Apple has not engaged with the broader industry in a meaningful
way to balance privacy protections and consumer benefits from ad-supported media. Ad-
supported free and low-cost digital content for consumers hangs in the balance.”
