APUS will award associate degree nursing graduates 3 elective credits for HIMA100 Medical Terminology
because the graduates have met the course outcomes through the delivery of content in the nursing program.

Any transferable course not used to fulfill General Education or Major/Concentration requirements may be
taken. Please note remedial/developmental and vocational credit is not transferable.

In order to transfer courses to APUS, the student must earn a grade of "C" or better.

This Transfer Guide functions as an Articulation Agreement and is subject to the Education Partnership
Agreement entered into as of November 1, 2019, by and between TCCD and APUS (the EPA). In the event of a
conflict, the terms and conditions of the EPA will control. This Transfer Guide will terminate upon termination or
expiration of the EPA.
