Application procedure:
Step 1 Prospective students will send by regular post the application files directly to“1
Decembrie 1918” University of Alba lulia.
Step 2 The University will evaluate the files and send to the Ministry of National Education —
General Department for International Relations, a shortlist of persons that are nominated to
receive the Letter of Acceptance to Studies. Along with the list, the University must send a copy
of the application files
Step 3 The General Department for International Relations will issue the Letter of Acceptance to
Studies and send it to 1 Decembrie 1918” University of Alba lulia.
Step 4 Applications are received on a rolling basis, starting with the beginning of June until the
end of August for admission to studies in the following academic year. The Letter of Acceptance will
be issued by the Ministry of Education by the commencement of each academic year, i.e. 1st of
October.

Documents required for the application file:

2. Certified copy of the High school graduation diploma or equivalent - for undergraduate studies-duly
stamped by the Romanian embassy;

4. Transcript of records translated into Romanian, English, French or German;
5. Language certificate (optional);
6. Certified copy of the birth certificate;
7. A copy of the passport valid at least 6 months after the date when the letter of acceptance to studies is
issued;
8. Medical certificate (in a widespread international language) to prove that the person to be registered for
studies does not suffer from infectious diseases or other illnesses that are incompatible with the future profession;
9. Two passport-type photos.
