•	 European Higher Education Area: Undergraduate degree certificate + master’s degree certificate, 

with at least 300 ECTS.
	 Former second-cycle undergraduate degree / architecture degree / engineering degree 

certificates (level 3 of the Spanish Framework for Higher Education Qualification).
•	 Geographical areas other than EHEA: University degree giving access to the PhD degree in the 

country where the degree certificate was issued.

It is possible to request the inclusion of the International PhD Endorsement or the 
Industrial PhD Endorsement in the PhD degree certificate, provided candidates meet 
the requirements established by Royal Decree 99/2011 of January 28 (BOE No. 35 of 
10/02/2011) and subsequent modifications, regulating official PhD studies.
