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This document provides estimates from 2001 to the
present reference month using the 2012 North
American Industry Classification System (NAICS), 2000
and 2010 Standard Occupational Classification (SOC)
codes, and 2012 employment weights (beginning in
December 2013) based on Occupational Employment
Statistics employment counts.

Constant dollar ECI indexes are produced by
adjusting the current dollar indexes (see Volume Il of
the ECI historical listings) by the Consumer Price Index
for all Urban Consumers (CPI-U). This adjustment
removes the changes in consumer prices from the ECI
indexes so as to show real changes in compensation
costs. In order to do this adjustment, the CPI-U must be
converted to the same index base period as the ECI,
December 2005. The converted (re-based) CPI-U is
calculated by dividing each periods CPI-U index number
by the CPI-U index number for December 2005. The
converted CPI-U indexes for each period are then
divided into the respective period's ECI index to derive
the constant dollar ECI index. The CPI-U U.S. City
Average All Items was used to adjust all ECI series
except the regional index estimates which used
corresponding CPI-U regional series. For example, the
ECI constant dollar index value for March 2018 civilian
workers, wages and salaries, not seasonally adjusted is
103.4 (see Table 8). In order to compute the index
value, divide the ECI current dollar (see Volume Ill, table
8 of the ECI historical listings) civilian workers, wages
and salaries, not seasonally adjusted, March 2018 series
value (131.1) by the rebased CPI-U U.S. City Average All
Items (Series ID — CUUROO0O0SA0--249.554—CPI-U,
March 2018)/196.8 —CPI-U, December 2005 = 1.268) or
131.1/1.268 = 103.4 (rounded to nearest tenth).

Beginning with estimates for March 2006, the
following changes were introduced to the ECI:

e  The Standard Industrial Classification (SIC)
System was replaced by the NAICS for classifying
establishments by industry.

e  The Occupational Classification System (OCS)
Manual was replaced by the Standard Occupational
Classification Manual for classifying occupations.

e  Estimates were weighted to 2002 fixed
employment counts until December 2013 (see above).
For March 1995 through December 2005, ECI estimates
were weighted on 1990 fixed employment counts. A
report on the 1990 reweighting, “Introducing 1990

e  The ECl base was changed to
December 2005=100. Prior to this, the base was
June 1989=100, which was used from March 1990
through December 2005. December 2005=100 indexes
were calculated by dividing the June 1989=100 index
values for each series by the December 2005 index
value for that series and then multiplying by 100. Three-
and 12-month percent changes were then calculated
from the rebased indexes. These percent changes may
differ from those calculated from the June 1989=100
indexes because of rounding. The change to the
June 1989=100 base is explained in the technical note,
“ECI Rebased to June 1989,” in the April 1990 issue of
the Monthly Labor Review
(www.bls.gov/opub/mlr/1990/04/rptifull.pdf).

Fixed employment data are not available for the
series based on bargaining status, census region and
division, metropolitan area status, and series excluding
incentive paid occupations. Therefore, the employment
weights are reallocated within these series for each
reference period based on the current ECl sample. The
indexes for these series, consequently, are not strictly
comparable with those for the aggregate industry and
occupational series. For more information see,
