C. Additional comments to support AJD: Based on aerial imagery from Google Earth, the gravel pit pond
was constructed in uplands sometime between September 1994 and September 2002. A site visit
conducted by the Corps on May 19, 2021, confirmed that the man-made pond had no surface connection
to the Animas River or any other waters.
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
