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Any licensee who chooses to relinquish or not to renew a license due to retirement may 

petition the Board to be granted the use of the honorific title “Professional Land 

Surveyor, Retired.”   With this status, you may not offer or provide any land surveying 

services or represent in any form that you are capable of offering or providing such 

services.  The annual fee and renewal process are not necessary.  After review of the 

licensee records, including any disciplinary action, a letter and certificate are mailed to 

those approved by the Board for this status. 

NOTICE: Any firm that you may own or are an employee of may be affected by your 

individual retirement.  To find out what needs to be done for a firm to remain compliant,
